The plays of William Shakespeare are meant to be read and enjoyed, but to get the full experience, Shakespeare should be acted and watched.  In this project, students will get the opportunity to perform a dramatic interpretation of a scene from The Tempest. 

Scene Production: Groups will act out portions of selected scenes. Students may film their scene and present it the class in the form of a mini-movie or acting out their scene live. Credit will be given for quality of acting, voice projection, production value, and attention to stage direction.  Scenes will be worth 20 marks with credit given to a combination of individual and group work.  Students will have a choice of 5 scenes with only one group per scene.  The scenes are:

Remember that these presentations are dramatic and occur at emotionally elevated moments in the play.  Do your best to not only understand what the actor is saying, but what he is feeling and doing as well.  Addressing pace, tone of voice, volume, facial expressions, and physical movement can be just as important as what is said.
